Information 

Lewes is a quaint historic town located in coastal Sussex County, Delaware, within easy driving distance of major metropolitan areas. Lewes is an exciting destination for arts and crafts buyers with its wealth of historical sights, museums, unique shops, restaurants and pristine beaches. The Virden Center is located near Lewes' downtown shopping district. 

The International Beachcomb Conference’s Sea Glass and Holiday Beach Arts Bazaar is a two-day event occurring simultaneously with the conference. The Bazaar, however, is also open to the public. Admission is free. 

Over 6,000 visitors attended the North American Sea Glass Festival held in Lewes in 2008 and over 3,500 attended the Mid-Atlantic Sea Glass and Coastal Arts Festival this past June. Leading Sea glass and beachcomb authors will be signing books on site simultaneously with the Holiday Bazaar, which is sure to attract even more people.

Policies 

All work must be original and made by the artist. Work should be made by hand or with the use of appropriate tools. Demonstrations are encouraged but not required. 

The International Beachcomb Conference Holiday Beach Arts Bazaar is a juried event and reserves the right to accept or reject applications at its discretion to balance the style and content of the event. This is a sea glass and coastal 

arts show; the majority of your booth must be dedicated to the coastal theme. Booth fees are $195. Booths are 10' x 10' and are allotted upon confirmation of acceptance. The Virden Center will provide one 8ft table, 2chairs and electricity.  Please let us know in advance if you will be bringing your own table.  Vendors are responsible for tablecloths, advertising materials and signage. 

Vendors will be situated in a large room inside the building that opens directly into a large heated tent outdoors. Two entrances to the complex access the vendor’s event. Parking is available on-site. One exhibitor per space is allowed with no subletting. Booths are to remain in place until 4:00 PM Sunday. Please remove all debris from site. Booths should be staffed at all times. 

There will be no refunds for cancellations prior to event. Payment is due at the time of application. Payment may be received in the form of personal check, business check, or money order. Booth assignments are sent out approximately 2 to 3 weeks before the event. This is the only confirmation sent to exhibitors prior to the show. 

The Virden Center has overnight security but we suggest you pack your most expensive wares and take them with you each evening just in case.  The Society assumes no responsibility for the property of the vendor during the show. Set up begins at 8:00 AM to be completed by 10:00 AM the day of the event. For those intending to set-up and sell wares on Friday, set-up begins at 4:00 pm and must be completed by 6 PM. Parking is available on-site.
